15, and to perform an unbounded concrete overlay on approximately 7.73 miles of U.S. 
Highway 10.  The project will also include a reconstruction of the ramps and loops at the 
County State Aid Highway (CSAH) 29 and CSAH 3 interchange.  Additional aspects of 
the project include inslope repair, shoulder widening, turn lane extension, and culvert 
work.
