Horse Trail Riders 

· Be courteous and considerate of other riders and trail users.

· Do not race horses — always keep horses under control. 

· Stallions not permitted on trails. 
· Stay on established trails at all times. 

· Equestrian camping permitted only in designated equestrian campground.

· No person may ride a saddle horse in a manner that is dangerous to a person or animal. 

· Riders should slow to a walk and pass other trail users with verbal warning and extreme caution.  

· Equestrian riders are responsible for their animal's safe control at all times.

· Tie horses to designated hitching posts or trailers only and don't leave horses unattended. 

· Do not tie horses to structures or natural features.

· Make sure your horse has the temperament and training for riding on congested public trails. 

· Leave the parking area cleaner than you found it. Put any droppings, hay and garbage back in your trailer; do not scatter in weeds.

· Dismount and remove your horse from the trail if you begin experiencing behavior problems. 

· Do not ride on the asphalt.  Cross roadways at designated areas only.

· Protect the trail environment - do not remove things that belong on trails or blaze new trails. 

· Trails may be used from 6am to ½ hour after Sunset.  

· Trails may be closed due to wet conditions.  Please respect trail closures when signs are posted. 

CAMPGROUND RULES

· Watering of horses at the well is not allowed. Water must be bucketed to the sites or to the hitching post area near the well. This will enable everyone to have access without backup and also help to prevent the development of a wet, muddy area at the water source.

· Portable stall/pens or electric fences are not allowed.

· No hobbling of horses in common areas.

· Horses in the campground must be tethered when not under rider control.

· Excess hay and manure MUST be removed from campsite, dispose of in the manure pits provided.

· Use tie lines provided at each campsite.   Horses may be tied to trailers during saddling and un-saddling only. 

· Horses may not be tied to trees or other natural features. 

· Campfires are only permitted in provided fire pits.

· Quiet hours are in effect between 10 pm and 7 am.

· No washing horses at well site.  Sponge bathes allowed at high ties.

· One camping unit permitted per campsite.

· All vehicles and trailers must be accommodated on the gravel camp pad.

· To help prevent the spread of the Emerald Ash Borer and other exotic insect pests, the use of firewood that originates from greater than 50 miles from this campground is prohibited.

· The placement of camping equipment, vehicles, or other items on a campsite without overnight occupancy for the purpose of reserving a designated campsite for future use is prohibited.

· All sites are first-come first-serve for the 2007 season.  Reservations will begin for the 2008 season.

· Register at self-pay station when stop sign is out.  Otherwise, fees are collected by ranger patrol.

· Check in time: 1:00

· Check out time: 12:00

· Horses are not allowed in the Highland Ridge Campground.

· Pets must be leashed.

· No refunds for early departures.

· Trails may be closed due to wet conditions.  Please respect trail closures when signs are posted.
