MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT: US Army Corps of Engineers (Corps) Approved Jurisdictional Determination
in accordance with the “Revised Definition of ‘Waters of the United States™; (88 FR
3004 (January 18, 2023) as amended by the “Revised Definition of “‘Waters of the
United States’; Conforming” (8 September 2023)," MVP-2015-02617 MFR 1 of 1.2

BACKGROUND. An Approved Jurisdictional Determination (AJD) is a Corps document
stating the presence or absence of waters of the United States on a parcel or a written
statement and map identifying the limits of waters of the United States on a parcel.
AJDs are clearly designated appealable actions and will include a basis of JD with the
document.® AJDs are case-specific and are typically made in response to a request.
AJDs are valid for a period of five years unless new information warrants revision of the
determination before the expiration date or a District Engineer has identified, after public
notice and comment, that specific geographic areas with rapidly changing
environmental conditions merit re-verification on a more frequent basis.*

On January 18, 2023, the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and the Department
of the Army (“the agencies”) published the “Revised Definition of ‘Waters of the United
States,”” 88 FR 3004 (January 18, 2023) (“2023 Rule”). On September 8, 2023, the
agencies published the “Revised Definition of “Waters of the United States’;
Conforming”, which amended the 2023 Rule to conform to the 2023 Supreme Court
decision in Sackett v. EPA, 598 U.S., 143 S. Ct. 1322 (2023) (“Sackett”).

This Memorandum for Record (MFR) constitutes the basis of jurisdiction for a Corps
AJD as defined in 33 CFR §331.2. For the purposes of this AJD, we have relied on
Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 (RHA),° the 2023 Rule as amended,

Wetland 1 (W1) is identified in the Berean Property, City of Lakeville, Dakota
County, Minnesota Wetland Delineation Report dated 27 August 2025 (updated
October 3, 2025) as a depressional Fresh Wet Meadow/Open Water Wetland.
W1 was constructed in uplands between 1985 and 1991 in the northwest corner
of the property in a farm field. Accordingly, the Corps has determined that W1 is
excluded from Section 404 jurisdiction under (b)(7) of the 2023 Revised
Definition of ‘Waters of the United States’; Conforming” 88 FR 61964 Final Rule
as Waterfilled depressions created in dry land incidental to construction activity
and pits excavated in dry land for the purpose of obtaining fill, sand, or gravel
unless and until the construction or excavation operation is abandoned and the
resulting body of water meets the definition of waters of the United States.

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Stormwater Pond 1 was constructed between 2000 and 2003, and Stormwater
Pond 2 was constructed between April 2018 and October 2019. Stormwater
Ponds 1 and 2 were constructed in uplands for stormwater retention for future
residential construction. Accordingly, the Corps has determined that Stormwater
Ponds 1 and 2 are excluded from Section 404 jurisdiction under (b)(5) Artificial
lakes or ponds created in dry land, used exclusively for specific purposes.

Incidental Areas 1-5 were formed in uplands due to land altering grading and
construction activities for future residential construction within the review area.
Incidental Area 1 formed between 2005 and 2006. Incidental areas 2, 3, and 5
formed between 2018 and 2019. Incidental pond area 4 formed between 2019
and 2020. Accordingly, the Corps has determined that Incidental Areas 1-5 are
excluded from Section 404 jurisdiction under (b)(7) of the 2023 Revised
Definition of ‘Waters of the United States’; Conforming” 88 FR 61964 Final Rule
as Waterfilled depressions created in dry land incidental to construction activity
and pits excavated in dry land for the purpose of obtaining fill, sand, or gravel
unless and until the construction or excavation operation is abandoned and the
resulting body of water meets the definition of waters of the United States.

Channel 1 is a man-made linear swale feature that was constructed between
April 2018 and October 2019 as a result of grading activities to convey water
from Wetland 2 (outside the review area) and immediately adjacent areas south
toward Stormwater Pond 1. Accordingly, the Corps has determined that Channel
1 is excluded from Section 404 jurisdiction under (b)(8) Swales and erosional
features (e.g., gullies, small washes) characterized by low volume, infrequent, or
short duration flow.
