1  GROUNDS AND ROADWAYS
1.1 Availability of Gounds

The boundary limts of the grounds nade available for the Contractor's use
during the life of the contract are shown on the draw ngs. Any additiona

ri ghts-of-way or grounds desired by the Contractor shall be obtained by the
Contractor at its own expense, and copies of agreenments for the use of such
ri ghts-of-way shall be furnished to the Contracting O ficer before entering
thereon. Such agreenments shall clearly relieve the Governnent of any
responsibility for damages resulting fromthe use of the grounds.

1.2 Drai nage Facilities

I nsofar as natural drainage fromthe protected areas is obstructed by
contract operations, it shall be the Contractor's responsibility to nmake
adequat e provision for accomodating such drainage in a satisfactory nanner
during the life of this contract, either by tenporary neans or by use of

t he permanent construction and operation of the permanent facilities.

. 1.3 Roadways

.1.3.1 Traffic Hazards

VWhen conti nuous haul operations or other condition created by the
Contractor's operations result in interference or hazard to traffic on
streets and hi ghways, beyond that of ordinary public usage, the Contractor
shal | erect warning signs and provide flagging services as necessary to
saf eqguard the public as required in Section 01500 TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTI ON
FACI LI TI ES.

.1.3.2 Haul Routes

The Contractor shall be responsible for securing all permts required al ong
haul routes. The Contractor shall be the sole pernmittee and shall be
responsi ble for nmeeting all obligations of the pernmits. A copy of each
permt shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer. The Contractor, as
bet ween the Governnent and the Contractor, has sole responsibility for
danmage or deterioration of the Contractor's haul routes. Dust contro

shal |l be provided as stated in Section 01410 ENVI RONMENTAL PROTECTI ON

.1.3.3 Road Cl osures

The Contractor shall be responsible for coordinating road cl osures and
detours with the appropriate juridictions.

2 DI SPOSAL OF DEBRI'S AND WASTE
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The Contractor's attention is directed to Section 01410 ENVI RONMENTAL
PROTECTI ON and to the follow ng Section 00700 CONTRACT CLAUSES: PERM TS
AND RESPONSI BI LI TI ES; PROTECTI ON OF EXI STI NG VEGETATI ON, STRUCTURES,
UTI LI TIES, EQUI PVENT, AND | MPROVEMENTS; OPERATI ONS AND STORAGE AREAS; and
CLEANING UP. Burning will not be permitted at the project site and debris
or waste shall not be left on the site. Disposal of clearing and grubbing
debris shall be by one of the follow ng nethods:

3.2.1 Di sposal O fsite For Useful Purposes

In the interest of conservation, it is required that the Contractor nake a
reasonabl e effort to dispose of the naterial offsite for sonme usefu
purpose. Tinber may be cut into convenient |engths and utilized for making
saw | ogs, posts, cordwood, wood chi ps for paper naking or other uses, or
other simlar use.

3.2.2 Di sposal In A Locally Operated Sanitary Landfil
Contractor shall dispose of sanitary landfill naterial in the City of G and
Forks landfill. The Contractor shall secure the required permits for
di sposal and provide copies of the pernit to the Contracting Oficer. The
Contractor shall be responsible for all tipping fees.

3.2.3 Di sposal of Solid Construction Debris and Waste

Di sposal of solid construction debris and waste shall consist of renoval
from Governnent property and disposal in conpliance with Federal, state,

and | ocal requirenents for solid waste disposal. Contractor shall dispose
of solid construction debris and waste material in the Cty of Grand Forks
landfill. The Contractor shall be responsible for all tipping fees.

3.3 EXI STI NG UTI LI TI ES
3.3.1 Work by Qthers

Rel ocation of existing utilities will be the responsibility of the utility
conpani es. This includes noving or |owering such services as gas line,
under ground power and commruni cation |lines, sanitary sewer, water nmain, and
over head power |ines.

The Contractor shall coordinate construction activities with relocation
requirenents of utility conpanies. The Contractor shall nake paynent to
the utility conpanies for all services, fees, and pernits required to

rel ocate and reestablish service for utilities relocated for conveni ence of
the Contractor's operations. The Contractor shall be responsible for al
costs related to protecting existing and relocated utilities. The
Contractor shall coordinate with the utility representatives listed in
Attachment A following this Section

The City of Grand Forks and private utility conpani es are responsible for
rel ocating existing utilities that penetrate through or under the new

| evees and cl osure structures and existing utilities that conflict with new
facilities constructed under this contract. The Contractor shal

coordinate with the City of Gand forks and the utility conpanies to ensure
that relocation of the utilities is performed w thout causing delay to the
proj ect.

The approxi mate | ocations of known existing buried utilities are shown on
the drawings to the extent of available information at the tine the

drawi ngs were prepared. (ln general, no service connections are shown.)
Prior to comrenci ng excavation, the Contractor shall accurately |locate al

such installations. In the event the Contractor damages any existing
utility lines, report thereof shall be nade i nmediately to the Contracting
Oficer. |If the Contracting Officer determnes that repairs shall be nade

by the Contractor, such repairs shall be perforned i nmediately. The costs
associated with repairs shall be borne by the Contractor

.3.3 Interruption of Services

Uility services shall not be interrupted except for brief periods to
facilitate cut-ins. The Contractor shall provide tenporary service and
shall relocate existing utilities as required to construct the work shown
and insure uninterrupted service. |If interruption of services is

unavoi dabl e, the Contractor shall request approval in witing at |east 30
cal endar days prior to the proposed interruption. This submttal shal
fully describe all details of proposed interruption and the reasons why
alternatives are not feasible. The Contractor shall further coordinate
with the owner of the utility and notify affected consuners at |east 10
cal endar days in advance of interruption of services. The Contracting
Oficer will not in general approve proposals which require interruption of
services for nore than 4 continuous hours.

4  SCHEDULI NG

4.1 CGener a

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to schedul e and execute
the work, incorporating the necessary requirenents set forth in these
specifications. The Contractor shall devel op and submit a schedule in
accordance with Section 00800 SPECI AL CONTRACT REQUI REMENTS: SCHEDULES FOR
CONSTRUCTI ON CONTRACTS

4.2 Notification

The Contractor shall informthe Government in witing within 5 days after
recei pt of notice to proceed and before work begins as to which hours of
t he day and days of the week work under this contract will be performed.

The Contractor shall notify the Government at |east 24 hours before work is
to be conducted on overtinme, in nultiple shifts, on weekends, or on Federa
Gover nment hol i days.

4.3 Wor k Hours

The City of Grand Forks has a noise ordinance. 1In accordance with the
noi se ordi nance, work on the project shall not be performed earlier than
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6: 30 AM and not |ater than 10: 00 PM
3.4.4 Construction Sequenci ng

Construction scheduling and sequencing is the responsibility of the
Contractor. The Contractor shall incorporate the follow ng sequencing
restrictions into the schedul e:

a. The level of flood protection at the close of the 2001 construction
season shall be equal to or greater than what exists in the
Noti ce-to-Proceed for the project.

b. Existing stormsewer outfalls to the Red River shall be naintained
in service until new di scharge chanbers and outfalls are conpl eted and
ready for service

c. No work shall conmmence on First Avenue North until all work on
Deners Avenue has been conpl et ed.

3.5 CONSTRUCTI ON RESTRI CTI ONS
3.5.1 Bl asti ng

Blasting will not be permtted.
3.5.2 Protection of Trees

Trees to be protected shall be determnmi ned and staked by the Contracting
Oficer. The follow ng measures shall be inplemented for tree protection
and shall be addressed in the Environnental Protection Plan required under
Section 01410:

a. The trees shall be protected fromwounds to the bark and foliage.

b. The critical root zone shall be protected from conpacti on and
gr adi ng.

c. Changes in tenporary site drainage and pondi ng shall be mnim zed
to the extent possible that it effects the protected trees.

The critical root zone of trees designated to be protected shall be
surrounded by a high visibility fence 4 feet in height, supplied and
erected by the Contractor. The critical root zone shall be defined by an
area extending 1.5 feet radius fromeach tree for each inch of Dianeter at
Breast Hei ght (DBH). The fence shall be securely erected and installed
prior to any noverent through the project site by construction vehicles or
equi prent, and remain in place until construction and cl ean-up are
conpleted. The critical root zone shall remain free of all construction
activities including trenching, staging, stockpiling and storage of
materials. Vehicles and equi prent shall not drive or park within the
critical root zone. Variation to the critical root zone size or
configuration will only be permtted where it is absolutely necessary for
construction of the project, and requires approval of the Contracting
Oficer. Short duration alterations of the critical root zone involving
wood chips and linited equiprent travel shall be submitted in witing for
approval .

The Contractor shall not operate equi pnent in vegetated areas outside the
work limts.
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3.5.2.1 Restoration of Damaged Trees

Any existing tree designated to be protected that is danaged by the
Contractor's operations shall be replaced. Trees will be considered
damaged if the critical root zone in cohesive soils is conpacted, if there
are significant wounds that could contribute to rot, or if distress
(evident by reduced growth or other observations of distress docunented by
a forester) is observed prior to closing the contract. Trees shall be

repl aced in kind on a caliper inch per caliper inch basis (DBH) (i.e. one
6-inch red oak shall be replaced with two 3-inch red oaks, three 2-inch red
oaks, or six 1l-inch red oaks). Replacenent trees shall be planted in
accordance with Section 02930 EXTERI OR PLANTI NG and guaranteed with the
Contractor's standard warranty. Replacenent tree size and location will be
determ ned and staked by the Contracting Oficer. Repair by pruning,
aeration, soil conditioning, or other recormendation froma qualified
forester will be considered as substitution for replacement by the
Contracting O ficer.

3.5.3 Pavermrent Renpval and Repl acenent

VWere roads are cut, renmoved, or otherw se damaged in the prosecution of
the work the Contractor shall replace all pavenents or other surfacings so
renoved or danaged to their preconstruction condition, unless otherw se
specified or indicated. After backfill is conpleted on paved streets, a
tenporary surface shall be laid down and the street opened to traffic in
order to provide access to abutting property. Restoration of the origina
street surface construction shall be conpleted no | ater than 60-cal endar
days after starting excavation. Should weather conditions preclude the
restoration of the original surface material, tenporary resurfacing
utilizing a bitum nous m xture shall be installed with the final surface
constructed no later than June 1 of the follow ng construction season

3.5.4 Borrow and Di sposal Areas

Each borrow and di sposal area is subject to the approval of the Contracting
O ficer. Proposed borrow areas which involve the excavati on of wetlands or

wooded areas will not be approved by the Contracting Oficer. Disposa
areas which involve the placement of materials in wetlands or fl oodplain
areas will require a mninmum of 7-cal endar days for revi ew and approval or

di sapproval .
3.5.5 Cont ami nated Materials

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, state and | oca
requirenents if contanminated soils, materials, and/or groundwater is/are
encountered during construction activities within the contract project work
limts. |If contam nated material s/areas are encountered, the Contractor
shall inmmediately notify in witing the follow ng regarding such: the
Contracting O ficer, and each appropriate federal, state, and | ocal agency.
Al work associated with inplenmentation of a contingency plan and handling
and/ or di sposal of contaminated soils, materials, and/or groundwater shal
be performed in accordance with CONTRACT CLAUSE: CHANGES

3.5.6 Accident Prevention Plan
The Contractor's accident prevention plan, as required i n CONTRACT CLAUSES:

ACCI DENT PREVENTI ON, shall specifically address site safety and nonitoring
with regards to possible encounters with contaminated soils, materials,
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and/ or groundwater. The Contractor's accident prevention plan shall also
i nclude a contingency plan to be inplenmented i medi ately upon encountering
contam nated soils, materials, and/or groundwater.

3.5.7 Work In Vicinity of R ver Banks

To the greatest extent possible, Contractor shall not stockpile naterial or
use heavy equi pnent within 100 feet of the existing river banks.

3.6 OTHER CONTRACTS

The Contractor shall coordinate with other contractors in the performance
of the work and schedul e such work to provide for a mninum of delays and

i nterferences. Coordination shall be through the Contracting Oficer

Work listed belowis currently required under separate contract or is
schedul ed to be awarded as a separate contract prior to conpletion of work
under this contract. These contracts will be considered in the application
of Section 00700 CONTRACT CLAUSE: OTHER CONTRACTS

Contracts for work within the project limts will be perforned by others
concurrent with this project. Contracts for the G and Forks Phase |

Levees will be awarded during the Iife of this Contract. Wrk for Phase |
will occur in the follow ng reaches: Station 149+ to 179+, Station 220+ to
237+, Station 255+ to 317+, and Station 355+ to 424+. The Cty of G and
Forks and utility conpanies will be working within the project limts to
renove and relocate utilities in conflict with the project as described in
par agraph EXI STI NG UTI LI TI ES.

3.7 SHORI NG
3.7.1 Cener a

At | ocations where shoring is not specifically required by the contract
docunents to safeguard adjacent structures, the Contractor nay at its own
option enploy shoring for protecting work areas within excavations in lieu
of perform ng excavation to safe and stable side slopes. The Contractor
shal |l construct all shoring required in perform ng the excavations.
Shoring shall be constructed in accordance with the safety requirenents of
EM 385-1-1

3.7.2 Responsibility
The Contractor shall be responsible for design and mai ntenance of al
shoring which the Contractor proposes to install. Plans and design
conputations for all shoring used shall be submitted in accordance with
Section 01330 SUBM TTAL PROCEDURES at |east 30 days prior to installation.
3.7.3 Rernoval

Unl ess ot herwi se authorized, all sheeting and bracing shall be renoved
when backfill is conpleted.

3.8 DEWATERI NG OPERATI ONS
3.8.1 Scope
The Contractor shall design, furnish, install and operate dewatering

systems in the execution of the Contract work. The work involves drawdown
of water table, shoring, and other related work. Surface drai nage shall be
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controlled by rerouting stormwater runoff or diverting natural drainage,
as necessary.

3.8.2 Payment

No separate paynent will be nade for dewatering on this project and
conpensation for all dewatering operations will be included in the
respective contract itens to which the work pertains.

3.8.3 Requi renent s

Control of groundwater shall be acconplished in a manner that wll provide
sui tabl e working conditions for construction, preserve the strength of the
foundation soils, will not cause instability of excavations, and will not
result in damage to existing structures. Suitable working conditions for
construction will provide a dry or noist subgrade free of standing,
percol ati ng, or running water during placenment and curing of concrete, and
pl acenent and conpacti on of backfill. Were necessary to these purposes,
the water level shall be |owered in advance of excavation utilizing wells,
wel | points, or simlar nmethods. For structure foundations, the water |eve
(as measured in piezoneters) shall be maintained a mninumof 2 feet bel ow
the prevailing excavation |evel.

3.8.3.1 Desi gn

The responsibility for the design of adequate dewatering protection

i ncl udi ng shoring, punping, and other dewatering facilities, shall rest
with the Contractor. The deisgn of the protection shall be in accordance
wi th sound engi neering practice, based on generally accepted nethods and
assunptions as approved. |If conditions warrant, and if not otherw se
specified in the contract docunents, dewatering may consist of collection
in sunps or trenches, and open punping. Sunps, trenches and running water
shal | not jeopardize erosion or ground |oss near foundations, pipes, or
other structures. Open punmping will not be permitted if it results in
boils, seepage in concrete placenment areas, |oss of fines, softening of the
ground, instability of slopes, or interference with orderly progress of the
construction.

3.8.3.2 Regul ati ons

Conpliance with all regulations shall be incidental to the dewatering work.
Di sposal of water shall be in accordance with Section 01410 ENVI RONVENTAL
PROTECTI ON and all applicable regulations. WII abandonment shall sea
aquifers and confining layers in conpliance with environnental regulations
and permts.

3.8.3.3 Oper ation
Upon installation and comrencenent of dewatering operations, the system
shal | be operated continuously (24 hours/day, 7 days/week) until the
structure and backfill are conpleted to the groundwater elevation. The
Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining the system

3.8.3.4 Renoval

Upon conpl etion of the work, well casing and screens shall be wi thdrawn,
and all equi prent shall be renoved (including related tenporary cofferdans,
shoring, etc.)

8.4 Geol ogic Information and Hydrol ogic I nformation

Ground water el evations shown on the boring | ogs are those encountered at
the tine the borings were taken. Because groundwater elevations are
dependent upon hydrol ogic conditions, variations in the water table should
be expected. For work near the Red River of the North, refer to the

hydr ographs included with the contract drawings. It shall be the
Contractors responsibility to performthe necessary dewatering operations
irrespective of the water elevations at the time of the work. However,
nothing in this clause prohibits the Contractor fromreceiving a tine

ext ensi on under the Default clause, the Time Extensions for Unusually
Severe Wat her clause, or any other clause in this contract.

.8.5 Specific Requirements for Wells

.8.5.1 Scr eens

WelI's and wel | points shall be installed with suitable screens and filters
so that continuous pumping of fines does not occur. Punps shall discharge
into a settling tank to check for noverment of sand. Wells shall be seal ed
in accordance with State Health Department requirenents.

.8.5.2 Set back

The following criteria shall be followed to the naxi mum extent possible.
Where permanent site features restrict placenment of dewatering devices, the
Contracting Officer will allow a variance. Wellpoints shall be |located a

m ni mum hori zontal di stance away from structures (existing and proposed)
equal to the depth of penetration bel ow foundation elevation. WlIls |arger
than 3 inches dianmeter shall be l|ocated a m ni mum horizontal distance away
fromstructures equal to the depth of penetration bel ow foundation

el evation plus half the depth of penetration above foundation el evation

.8.5.3 Roads and Levees

Well's larger than 3 inches dianeter shall not be jetted through roadway and
| evee enbanknments. Wells larger than 3 inches dianeter |ocated on the up
gradi ent side of |evees, dikes, dans or floodwalls shall be screened

wi thout a gravel filter pack. These wells shall be abandoned by pl uggi ng
the hole with a cenment-bentonite grout. The screens shall include a | oose
end cap to allow renmoval of screen and casing wi thout hole coll apse.

.8.6 Dewat eri ng Pl an

At | east 30 cal endar days prior to conmencing work on the installation or
construction of dewatering protection, the Contractor shall submt for
review by the Contracting Oficer prints in triplicate show ng plans and
details of the type of construction, including shoring proposed for
installation at each location. The design shall be in accordance wth
sound engi neering practice as approved. This submttal data shall include
conput ati ons covering the anal ysis and design | ayout, proposed methods of
protection of construction work that woul d be subject to exposure to
channel flows exceeding the dewatering protection capacity, type and
spaci ng of dewatering devices, nunber and size of punps and ot her

equi pnment, together with a description of the installation and operating
procedures, including relationship to the construction operations. The
pl an shall be reviewed and signed by a Regi stered Professional Engineer
The plan shall include the followi ng itens
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3.

a. layout (including the relationship to site inprovenents and
constructi on operations)

b. type, sizes, depth and spacing of dewatering device
c. nunber and capacity of punps
d. design assunptions, analysis nethods, and cal cul ati ons
1) justification for punp capacity
2) justification for slot size on screens
3) justification for screen intake area
4) justification for filter pack gradation
e. description of installation equipnent
f. description of operating procedures
g. description of discharge point (weirs, sedinmentation basin, etc.)
h. type and location of nonitoring equi pnent
i. renmoval and abandonnent plans
8.7 Liability
Government review of the proposed dewatering systemw ||l not relieve the
Contractor of full responsibility for the adequacy of the dewatering
operations. The Contractor shall be responsible for dewatering effects on
adj acent properties, including but not linited to bl ockage of easenents,

erosion or sedinentation of ditches, and encroachnent onto private property
by flooding frompunp outlets and sedi mentati on basins.

.8.8 Rel at ed Wor k

Shoring, trench support systens, cofferdans and diversion structures shal
be coordinated with the dewatering effort to provide safe and reliable
condi tions.

.8.9 Surface Water Managenent During Construction

Red River Flooding: Red River of the North is prone to experience extrenely
hi gh fl ood stages of relatively Iong duration. The Contractor shall be
responsi ble for nmonitoring | ocal weather conditions and flow conditions in
order to anticipate flooding conditions prior to their occurrence. The
Contractor shall keep the Contracting O ficer inforned regarding al
flooding conditions on the Red River of the North.

The Contractor should satisfy itself before submitting its bid as to
hazards that arise from weather conditions and flooding. Precipitation
data and Red River of the North rating curves and hydrographs are incl uded
in the contract drawi ngs and as attachnents in Section 00830 ATTACHVENTS.
These references include:

a. Grand Forks Airport Precipitation (Attachment 4)
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b. Red River of the North El evati on-Di scharge Rating Curve (Contract
Dr awi ngs)

c. Mean Daily Flows for Red River of the North, Water Years 1978 and
1979 and 1991 through 1998 (Contract Draw ngs)

d. Red River of the North Monthly Flow Duration Curves (Contract
Dr awi ngs)

3.9 SEWAGE WATER DI SPOSAL

The Contractor's nethods for disposal of sanitary sewage shall neet
applicable local, state, and federal requirenments.

3.10  SURVEYS
3.10.1 Fiel d Layout

The Contractor shall |ayout the work fromthe Government established bench
marks in accordance with Secti on 00800 CONTRACT CLAUSE: LAYOUT OF WORK

The construction of each feature of work shall follow the alignments as

i ndi cated on the drawi ngs. The Contractor shall have in place, at |east 7
cal endar days prior to conmencing construction operations, sufficient

st akes and nmarkings to enable the Contracting O ficer to observe the field
| ayout of the alignnment and limts of each feature of work. For each
feature of work, these stakes shall define areal limts such that the
Contracting Officer can easily deternine, wthout additional surveys, if
alignment and/or limt adjustnments need to be nade. For embanknents,

| evees, floodwalls, and sinilar work, these stakes shall define centerline,
stationing, outernost fill/cut limts, and work Iimts. For buildings and
simlar work, the building corners and grid lines shall be staked. GCenera
site work shall be staked to define staging areas, storage areas, and ot her
area linmts as directed. The Contracting Oficer may wai ve these
requirenments for certain areas. The layout shall be sufficient for the
Contracting OFficer to mark trees, vegetation and other features to be left
undi sturbed. No work shall take place without approval of field | ayout by
the Contracting O ficer.

3.10.1.1 Al i gnnment Changes

The Government reserves the right to make changes in the alignment of any
feature of work as nmay be found necessary during the course of the

contract. If it becones necessary, through no fault of the Contractor, to
abandon al i gnnment, location or feature on which work has been done, an
equi tabl e adjustnment for conpleted work will be made. No alignment changes

or abandonment shall take place without prior witten notice fromthe

Crack di splacenment nonitoring gauges shall be read by
the Contractor on a weekly basis.

3.11.3 Preconstruction Condition Surveys

The Contractor shall photograph and video tape facilities within the work
l[imts, including, but not limted to, roads, borrow areas, sidewalks,
trees, shrubs, and |lawns prior to working in an area in order to docunent
t he preconstruction conditions.

test reports; test cylinders; sanples; O&M nanuals (including parts list);
certifications; warranties; and other such required submittals. Submittals
requi ri ng Government approval shall be schedul ed and made prior to the
acquisition of the material or equi pment covered thereby. Sanples
remai ni ng upon conpl etion of the work shall be picked up and di sposed of in
accordance with manufacturer's Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and in
conpliance with existing | aws and regul ati ons.

3.2 SUBM TTAL REG STER (ENG FORM 4288)

At the end of this section is one set of ENG Form 4288 |listing itens of
equi pmrent and materials for which submittals are required by the
specifications; this list may not be all inclusive and additiona
submttals my be required. The Contractor will also be given the
submittal register as a diskette containing the conmputerized ENG Form 4288
and instructions on the use of the diskette. Colums "d" through "r" have
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been conpleted by the Governnent; the Contractor shall conplete colums

3.1 GENERAL REQUI REMENTS

The Contractor is responsible for quality control and shall establish and
mai ntain an effective quality control systemin conpliance with the
Contract C ause titled "lInspection of Construction.” The quality contro
system shall consist of plans, procedures, and organization necessary to
produce an end product which conplies with the contract requirements. The
system shall cover all construction operations, both onsite and offsite,
and shall be keyed to the proposed construction sequence. The project
superintendent will be held responsible for the quality of work on the job
and is subject to renpval by the Contracting O ficer for non-conpliance
with quality requirements specified in the contract. The project
superintendent in this context shall nean the individual with the
responsibility for the overall nanagenment of the project including quality
and production.

3.2 QUALI TY CONTROL PLAN
3.2.1 Cener al

The Contractor shall furnish for review by the Governnent, not later than
15 days after receipt of notice to proceed, the Contractor Quality Contro
(CQC) Plan proposed to inplenent the requirenents of the Contract C ause
titled "I nspection of Construction." The plan shall identify personnel
procedures, control, instructions, tests, records, and forms to be used.
The Governnent will consider an interimplan for the first 30 days of
operation. Construction will be pernitted to begin only after acceptance
of the CQC Plan or acceptance of an interimplan applicable to the
particul ar feature of work to be started. W rk outside of the features of
work included in an accepted interimplan will not be permitted to begin
until acceptance of a CQC Plan or another interimplan containing the
addi tional features of work to be started.

3.2.2 Content of the CQC Pl an

The CQC Plan shall include, as a mininum the followi ng to cover al
construction operations, both onsite and offsite, including work by
subcontractors, fabricators, suppliers, and purchasing agents:

a. A description of the quality control organization, including a
chart showi ng lines of authority and acknow edgment that the CQC
staff shall inmplenent the three phase control system for al
aspects of the work specified. The staff shall include a CQC
System Manager who shall report to the project superintendent or
soneone higher in the Contractor's organization

b. The nane, qualifications (in resunme format), duties,

responsibilities, and authorities of each person assigned a CQC
functi on.
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c. A copy of the letter to the CQC System Manager signed by an
aut horized official of the firmwhich describes the
responsibilities and del egates sufficient authorities to
adequately performthe functions of the CQC System Manager
i ncluding authority to stop work which is not in conpliance with
the contract. The CQC System Manager shall issue letters of
direction to all other various quality control representatives
outlining duties, authorities, and responsibilities. Copies of
these letters shall also be furnished to the Government.

d. Procedures for scheduling, review ng, certifying, and managi ng
submittals, including those of subcontractors, offsite
fabricators, suppliers, and purchasing agents. These procedures
shall be in accordance with Section 01330 SUBM TTAL PROCEDURES.

e. Control, verification, and acceptance testing procedures for each
specific test to include the test nanme, specification paragraph
requiring test, feature of work to be tested, test frequency, and
person responsi ble for each test. (Laboratory facilities will be
approved by the Contracting O ficer.)

f. Procedures for tracking preparatory, initial, and follow up
control phases and control, verification, and acceptance tests
i ncl udi ng docunentation

g. Procedures for tracking construction deficiencies from
identification through acceptable corrective action. These
procedures shall establish verification that identified
defi ci enci es have been corrected.

h. Reporting procedures, including proposed reporting formats.

i. Alist of the definable features of work. A definable feature of
work is a task which is separate and distinct from ot her tasks,
has separate control requirenents, and nay be identified by
different trades or disciplines, or it may be work by the sane
trade in a different environnent. Although each section of the
specifications may generally be considered as a definable feature
of work, there are frequently nore than one definable features
under a particular section. This list will be agreed upon during
t he coordination neeting.

3.2.3 Accept ance of Pl an

Acceptance of the Contractor's plan is required prior to the start of
construction. Acceptance is conditional and will be predicated on

sati sfactory perfornmance during the construction. The Governnent reserves
the right to require the Contractor to make changes in his CQC Plan and
operations including renoval of personnel, as necessary, to obtain the
quality specified.

3.2. 4 Notification of Changes
After acceptance of the CQC Plan, the Contractor shall notify the
Contracting O ficer in witing of any proposed change. Proposed changes

are subject to acceptance by the Contracting O ficer

3.3 COORDI NATI ON MEETI NG
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After the Preconstruction Conference, before start of construction, and
prior to acceptance by the CGovernment of the CQC Plan, the Contractor shal
nmeet with the Contracting O ficer or Authorized Representative and discuss
the Contractor's quality control system The CQC Plan shall be subnitted
for review a mnimum of 10 cal endar days prior to the Coordi nati on Meeting.
During the neeting, a mutual understanding of the systemdetails shall be
devel oped, including the forns for recording the CQC operations, contro
activities, testing, admnistration of the systemfor both onsite and
offsite work, and the interrelationship of Contractor's Managenent and
control with the Governnent's Quality Assurance. M nutes of the neeting
shal | be prepared by the Governnent and signed by both the Contractor and
the Contracting Officer. The m nutes shall becone a part of the contract
file. There may be occasi ons when subsequent conferences will be called by
either party to reconfirm mutual understandi ngs and/or address deficiencies
in the CQC system or procedures which may require corrective action by the
Contractor.

3.4 QUALITY CONTROL ORGAN ZATI ON
3.4.1 Per sonnel Requirenents

The requirenents for the CQC organi zation are a CQC System Manager and
sufficient number of additional qualified personnel to ensure contract
conpliance. The Contractor shall provide a CQC organi zati on which shall be
at the site at all tinmes during progress of the work and with conplete
authority to take any action necessary to ensure conpliance with the
contract. All CQC staff nenmbers shall be subject to acceptance by the
Contracting O ficer.

3.4.2 CQC Syst em Manager

The Contractor shall identify as CQC System Manager an individual wthin
the onsite work organi zati on who shall be responsible for overal

management of CQC and have the authority to act in all CQC matters for the
Contractor. The CQC System Manager shall be a graduate engi neer, graduate
architect, or a graduate of construction nanagenent, with a mninumof 5
years experience in related duties on construction sinilar to this
contract. This CQC System Manager shall be on the site at all times during
construction and shall be enployed by the prime Contractor. The CQC System
Manager shall be independent from project superintendent and be assigned no
other duties. An alternate for the CQC System Manager shall be identified
in the plan to serve in the event of the System Manager's absence. The
requirenents for the alternate shall be the sane as for the designated CQC
Syst em Manager .

3.4.3 Addi ti onal Requirenent

In addition to the above qualifications, the CQC System Manager shall have
conpl eted the course entitled "Construction Quality Managenent For
Contractors". This course is periodically offered through the Governnent
in the Mnneapolis - St. Paul, Mnnesota netropolitan area.

3.4.4 Organi zati onal Changes
The Contractor shall maintain the CQC staff at full strength at all tines.
VWhen it is necessary to nake changes to the CQC staff, the Contractor shal

revise the CQC Plan to reflect the changes and subnit the changes to the
Contracting Oficer for acceptance.
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3.5 SUBM TTALS AND DELI VERABLES

Submittals, if needed, shall be made as specified in Section 01330

SUBM TTAL PROCEDURES. The CQC organi zation shall be responsible for
certifying that all submttals and deliverables are in conpliance with the
contract requirenents.

3.6 CONTROL

Contractor Quality Control is the means by which the Contractor ensures
that the construction, to include that of subcontractors and suppliers,
conplies with the requirenents of the contract. At |east three phases of
control shall be conducted by the CQC System Manager for each definable
feature of work as foll ows:

3.6.1 Preparat ory Phase

Thi s phase shall be performed prior to begi nning work on each definabl e
feature of work, after all required plans/docunments/ materials are
approved/ accepted, and after copies are at the work site. This phase shal
i ncl ude:

a. A review of each paragraph of applicable specifications, reference
codes, and standards. A copy of those sections of referenced
codes and standards applicable to that portion of the work to be
acconplished in the field shall be made avail abl e by the
Contractor at the preparatory inspection. These copies shall be
mai ntained in the field and avail able for use by Governnment
personnel until final acceptance of the work.

f. A physical exam nation of required materials, equipnment, and
sanmple work to assure that they are on hand, conformto approved
shop drawi ngs or submitted data, and are properly stored

g. A review of the appropriate activity hazard anal ysis to assure
safety requirenents are net.

h. Discussion of procedures for controlling quality of the work
i ncluding repetitive deficiencies. Docunment construction
t ol erances and wor kmanshi p standards for that feature of work.

i. A check to ensure that the portion of the plan for the work to be
perfornmed has been accepted by the Contracting Oficer

j. Discussion of the initial control phase.

k. The Government shall be notified at | east 48 hours in advance of
begi nning the preparatory control phase. This phase shall include
a neeting conducted by the CQC System Manager and attended by the
superintendent, other CQC personnel (as applicable), and the
foreman responsible for the definable feature. The results of the
preparatory phase actions shall be docunented by separate m nutes
prepared by the CQC System Manager and attached to the daily CQC
report. The Contractor shall instruct applicable workers as to
t he acceptabl e | evel of workmanship required in order to neet
contract specifications.

6.2 Initial Phase

Thi s phase shall be acconplished at the begi nning of a definable feature of
work. The follow ng shall be acconplished:

a. A check of work to ensure that it is in full conpliance with
contract requirenments. Review mnutes of the preparatory neeting.

b. Verify adequacy of controls to ensure full contract conpliance.
Verify required control inspection and testing.

c. Establish level of workmanship and verify that it neets mininum
accept abl e wor kmanshi p standards. Conpare with required sanple
panel s as appropri ate.

d. Resolve all differences.

e. Check safety to include conpliance with and upgradi ng of the
safety plan and activity hazard analysis. Review the activity
anal ysis with each worker.

f. The Governnent shall be notified at | east 48 hours in advance of
begi nning the initial phase. Separate ninutes of this phase shal
be prepared by the CQC System Manager and attached to the daily
CQC report. Exact location of initial phase shall be indicated
for future reference and conparison with foll ow up phases.

g. The initial phase should be repeated for each new crew to work
onsite, or any tine acceptable specified quality standards are not
bei ng net.

6.3 Fol | ow up Phase

Daily checks shall be perforned to assure control activities, including

7.1 Testing Procedure

d. Verify that recording forns and test identification control nunber
system including all of the test docunentation requirements, have
been prepared.

e. Results of all tests taken, both passing and failing tests, shal
be recorded on the CQC report for the date taken. Specification
par agraph reference, |ocation where tests were taken, and the
sequential control number identifying the test shall be given. |If
approved by the Contracting Oficer, actual test reports may be
submitted later with a reference to the test number and date
taken. An information copy of tests performed by an offsite or
commercial test facility shall be provided directly to the
Contracting Officer. Failure to submt tinely test reports as
stated may result in nonpaynent for related work perfornmed and
di sapproval of the test facility for this contract.

7.2 Testing Laboratories
7.2.1 Capabi lity Check

The Government reserves the right to check | aboratory equi pment in the
proposed | aboratory for conpliance with the standards set forth in the
contract specifications and to check the | aboratory technician's testing
procedures and techni ques. Laboratories utilized for testing soils,
concrete, asphalt, and steel shall neet criteria detailed in ASTM D 3740
and ASTM E 329. The Contractor shall subnmit a Quality Managenent Manua
neeting the requirements of ASTM D 3740 and ASTM E 329 for each | aboratory
to be used, including on-site project |aboratories.

.7.2.2 Capabi lity Recheck

If the selected |aboratory fails the capability check, the Contractor will
be assessed a charge of $1000.00 to reimburse the Government for each
succeedi ng recheck of the laboratory or the checking of a subsequently
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sel ected | aboratory. Such costs will be deducted fromthe contract anount
due the Contractor

3.7.3 Onsite Laboratory

The Governnent reserves the right to utilize the Contractor's contro
testing laboratory and equi pnment to nake assurance tests and to check the
Contractor's testing procedures, techniques, and test results at no
additional cost to the Governnent.

3.7.4 Furni shing or Transportation of Sanples for Testing

Costs incidental to the transportation of sanples or materials shall be
borne by the Contractor. Sanples of materials for test verification and
acceptance testing by the Government shall be delivered to the Contracting
Oficer. Coordination for each specific test, exact delivery location, and
dates will be made with the Contracting O ficer

3.8  COVPLETI ON | NSPECTI ON
3.8.1 Punch-Qut | nspection

Near the end of the work, or any increment of the work established by a
time stated in the Special C ause, "Commencenent, Prosecution, and

Conpl etion of Work", or by the specifications, the CQC Manager shal

conduct an inspection of the work. A punch list of itens which do not
conformto the approved draw ngs and specifications shall be prepared and

i ncluded in the CQC documentation, as required by paragraph DOCUMENTATI ON
The Iist of deficiencies shall include the estimted date by which the
deficiencies will be corrected. The CQC System Manager or staff shall make
a second inspection to ascertain that all deficiencies have been corrected.

3.8.2 Pre-Final Inspection

The Governnent will performthe Pre-Final Inspection to verify that the
facility is conplete and ready to be occupied. A Governnent Pre-Fina
Punch List may be developed as a result of this inspection. The
Contractor's CQC System Manager shall ensure that all items on this list
have been corrected before notifying the Governnent, so that a Fina

I nspection with the custonmer can be scheduled. Any itens noted on the
Pre-Final Inspection shall be corrected in a tinmely manner. These

i nspections and any deficiency corrections required by this paragraph shal
be acconplished within the time slated for conpletion of the entire work or
any particular increnent of the work if the project is divided into

i ncrenents by separate conpletion dates.

3.8.3 Fi nal Acceptance | nspection

The Contractor's Quality Control |nspection personnel, plus the
superintendent or other prinmary nanagenent person, and the Contracting
Oficer's Representative shall be in attendance the Final Acceptance

I nspection. Additional Governnment personnel including, but not linted to,
those from Base/ Post Civil Facility Engineer user groups, and ngjor
conmands may al so be in attendance. The Final Acceptance |nspection will
be formally schedul ed by the Contracting Oficer based upon results of the
Pre-Final Inspection. Notice shall be given to the Contracting O ficer at
| east 14 days prior to the Final Acceptance Inspection and shall include
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the Contractor's assurance that all specific itens previously identified to
the Contractor as being unacceptable, along with all renmaining work
performed under the contract, will be conplete and acceptable by the date
schedul ed for the Final Acceptance Inspection. Failure of the Contractor
to have all contract work acceptably conplete for this inspection will be
cause for the Contracting Oficer to bill the Contractor for the
CGovernment's additional inspection cost in accordance with the contract
clause titled "Inspection of Construction".

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Straw shall be baled fromoats, wheat, rye, barley, rice, or other coarse
fiber vegetation that will percolate water. Hay baled fromgrass, alfalfa
and cl over is not acceptable.

2.3 OTHER PRODUCTS

Any products proposed for use that are not included on draw ng shal

be described fully, with catal og cuts and manufacturer's instructions for
use, in the tenporary erosion and sedi ment control plan. Qher products,
if proposed in the final plan, shall nmeet the follow ng requirenents:

3.1 | MPLEMENTATI ON

The Contractor shall install the sedinent and erosion control systemin
accordance with the plan subnmitted to the Contracting Oficer. The BMPs
shall be nodified if inspection indicates distress to the systemor reveals
unf oreseen circunmstances, or if directed by the Contracting Oficer. Any
updates to the plan shall be recorded. Pernmanent stabilization shall be
initiated as soon as practicable in any portion of the site where
construction activities are conplete.

3.2 MAI NTENANCE

The Contractor shall be responsible for inplenenting and managi ng the
erosion and sedi nent control BMPs before and during the construction
activities; and ensure that the Plan will be inplenented and stay in effect
until the work has been conpleted, the entire work site has undergone fina
stabilization, and a Notice of Term nation has been submitted to the
Contracting Officer and the state permitting authority.

3.3 RECORDS

The Contractor shall record on CQC reports: (1) dates when mmjor stripping
and grading activities occur, (2) dates when construction activities
temporarily or permanently cease on a portion of the site, (3) when
permanent stabilization practices are initiated, and (4) activities

associ ated with inspection and mai nt enance.

CONSTRUCTI ON AND DEMOLI TI ON WASTE MANAGEMENT

PART 1 GENERAL
1.1 GENERAL

Government policy is to apply sound environnental principles in the design
construction and use of facilities. As part of the inplementation of that
policy the Contractor shall: (1) practice efficient waste management when
sizing, cutting, and installing products and materials and (2) use al
reasonabl e means to divert construction and denolition waste fromlandfills
and incinerators and to facilitate their recycling or reuse.

1.2 SUBM TTALS

CGovernment approval is required for submittals with a "GA" designation;
subm ttals having an "FI O' designation are for information only. The
followi ng shall be subnmitted in accordance with Section 01330 SUBM TTAL
PROCEDURES:

SD- 18 Records
Wast e Managenent Pl an; FI O

A specific Waste Managenent Plan shall be submtted in accordance with
par agr aph PLAN.

1.3 MANAGEMENT

The Contractor shall take a pro-active, responsible role in the managenent
of construction and denolition waste and require all subcontractors,
vendors, and suppliers to participate in the effort. Construction and
denolition waste includes products of demolition or renoval, excess or
unusabl e construction materials, packaging materials for construction
products, and other materials generated during the construction process but
not incorporated into the work. In the nmanagenent of waste consideration
shall be given to the availability of viable markets, the condition of the
material, the ability to provide the material in suitable condition and in
a quantity acceptable to available markets, and time constraints inmposed by
i nternal project conpletion nmandates. The Contractor shall be responsible
for inplenentati on of any special prograns involving rebates or sinilar
incentives related to recycling of waste. Revenues or other savings
obt ai ned for salvage, or recycling shall accrue to the Contractor. Firms
and facilities used for recycling, reuse, and di sposal shall be
appropriately permtted for the intended use to the extent required by
federal, state, and | ocal regul ations.

1.4 PLAN
A wast e nmanagenment plan shall be submitted within 15 days after contract

award and prior to initiating any site preparation work. The plan shal
i ncl ude the foll ow ng:

a. Nanme of individuals on the Contractor's staff responsible for waste
preventi on and nanagenent.

b. Actions that will be taken to reduce solid waste generation

c. Description of the specific approaches to be used in
recycling/reuse of the various naterials generated, including the areas
and equi pnent to be used for processing, sorting, and tenporary storage
of wastes.

d. Characterization, including estimted types and quantities, of the
waste to be generated.

e. Nane of landfill and/or incinerator to be used and the estinated
costs for use, assuming that there would be no sal vage or recycling on
t he project.

f. ldentification of |ocal and regional reuse prograns, including
non-profit organi zati ons such as schools, |ocal housing agencies, and
organi zations that accept used materials such as materials exchange
net wor ks and Habitat for Humanity.

g. List of specific waste materials that will be sal vaged for resale,
sal vaged and reused, or recycled. Recycling facilities that will be
used shall be identified.

h. Ildentification of materials that cannot be recycled/reused with an
expl anation or justification.

i. Anticipated net cost savings determ ned by subtracting Contractor
program managenent costs and the cost of disposal fromthe revenue
generated by sale of the materials and the incineration and/or |andfil
cost avoi dance.

5 RECORDS

Records shall be maintained to docurment the quantity of waste generat ed;
the quantity of waste diverted through sale, reuse, or recycling; and the
gquantity of waste disposed by landfill or incineration. The records shal
be made available to the Contracting O ficer during construction, and a
copy of the records shall be delivered to the Contracting O ficer upon
conpl etion of the construction

.6 COLLECTI ON

The necessary containers, bins and storage areas to facilitate effective
wast e managenment shall be provided and shall be clearly and appropriately
identified. Recyclable materials shall be handled to prevent contam nation
of materials frominconpatible products and nmaterials and separated by one
of the follow ng nethods:

.6.1 Sour ce Separated Met hod

Wast e products and materials that are recycl able shall be separated from
trash and sorted into appropriately nmarked separate contai ners and then
transported to the respective recycling facility for further processing.

6.2 Co- M ngl ed Met hod
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Wast e products and recyclable materials shall be placed into a single
contai ner and then transported to a recycling facility where the recycl able
materials are sorted and processed.

1.6.3 O her Met hods

O her methods proposed by the Contractor nay be used when approved by the
Contracting O ficer.

1.7 DI SPOSAL

Except as otherw se specified in other sections of the specifications,
di sposal shall be in accordance with the foll ow ng:

1.7.1 Reuse

First consideration shall be given to salvage for reuse since little or no
re-processing is necessary for this nethod, and less pollution is created
when itens are reused in their original form Sale or donation of waste
suitable for reuse shall be considered. Salvaged materials, other than
those specified in other sections to be sal vaged and reinstalled, shall not
be used in this project.

1.7.2 Recycl e
Waste materials not suitable for reuse, but having val ue as being
recycl abl e, shall be made avail able for recycling whenever economcally
feasi bl e.

1.7.3 Wast e

Materials with no practical use or econonic benefit shall be disposed at a
landfill or incinerator.
