The boundary limts of the grounds nade available for the Contractor's use
during the life of the contract are shown on the drawi ngs. Any additiona
rights-of-way or grounds desired by the Contractor shall be obtained by the
Contractor at its own expense, and copies of agreements for the use of such
ri ghts-of-way shall be furnished to the Contracting O ficer before entering
thereon. Such agreenents shall clearly relieve the Governnent of any
responsibility for danages resulting fromthe use of the grounds.

3.1.2 Drai nage Facilities

I nsofar as natural drainage fromprotected areas and agricultural fields is
obstructed by contract operations, it shall be the Contractor's
responsibility to nake adequate provision for accommpdati ng such drai nage
in a satisfactory nanner during the life of this contract, either by
tenporary neans or by use of the pernmanent construction and operation of
the permanent facilities.

3.1.3 Roadways
3.1.3.1 Traffic Control Plan

Atraffic control plan including, but not limted to, road cl osures, detour
drawi ngs, traffic signage lists and l|ocations, and a schedule of traffic
nodi fications shall be subnitted for approval. The traffic control plan
shall be in accordance with the M nnesota Manual on Uniform Traffic Control
Devi ces. The Contractor shall coordinate with the City of East Gand Forks
to determine restrictions on road closures and detours. Known restrictions
are |isted bel ow

1) Bygland Road shall not be closed to traffic. A nmnimumof 1 |ane
of traffic in each direction shall be nmaintained on Bygl and Road.

2) H ghway 2 shall not be closed to traffic, and the O/ Of ranps for
H ghway 2 shall not be closed w thout prior coordination with MNDOT and
the City of East Grand ForKks.

3) Catfish Days will be held in the Cty of East Grand Forks on August
10-12, 2001 and on a Friday through Sunday in August 2002. The
Contractor shall maintain access to the gravel road over the storm
sewer discharge pipes at the K-12 punp station in Reach 2 for energency
vehi cles during Catfish Days.

Warni ng si gnage shall be installed at the entrance to the gravel road
over the storm sewer discharge pipes at the K-12 punp station in Reach
2 for the duration of work operations in Reach 2.
An Al'l -School Reunion will be held in the Cty of East Grand Forks from
August 17-19, 2001. Increased traffic levels in the project area are
anticipated for this event.

3.1.3.2 Traffic hazards

When conti nuous haul operations or other conditions created by the
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3.

Contractor's operations result in interference or hazard to traffic on
streets and hi ghways, beyond that of ordinary public usage, the Contractor
shal | erect warning signs and provide flagging services as necessary to
safeguard the public as required in SECTI ON 01500: TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTI ON
FACI LI TI ES.

.1.3.3 Haul routes

The Contractor shall be responsible for securing all permts required al ong
haul routes. The Contractor shall be the sole permttee and shall be
responsi ble for nmeeting all obligations of the permts. A copy of each
permt shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer. The Contractor, as
bet ween the Governnent and the Contractor, has sole responsibility for
damage or deterioration of the Contractor's haul routes. Dust control
shal |l be provided as stated in SECTION 01410: ENVI RONVENTAL PROTECTI ON.

.1.3. 4 Subsur face Crossings

Interruption of River Road, 4th Street NW and H ghway 2, in Reach 1, for
installation of stormsewer piping will not be allowed. Storm sewer piping
in these areas, listed below, shall be installed using jacking techniques
as specified in SECTI ON 02630: STORM DRAI NAGE SYSTEM

1) Punp Station K-7 Qutlet Pipes under R ver Road.

2) Punp Station K-10 Qutlet Pipes under 4th Street NW

3) Storm Sewer Piping fromapproximtely 8th Avenue and 10th Street on
the North Side of Highway 2 to the south side of H ghway 2.

.2 DI SPOSAL OF DEBRI'S AND WASTE

The Contractor's attention is directed to SECTI ON 01410: ENVI RONVENTAL
PROTECTI ON and to the follow ng SECTI ON 00700: CONTRACT CLAUSES: PERM TS
AND RESPONSI Bl LI TIES; PROTECTI ON OF EXI STI NG VEGETATI ON, STRUCTURES,

UTI LI TIES, EQUI PMENT, AND | MPROVEMENTS; OPERATI ONS AND STORAGE AREAS; and
CLEANING UP. Burning will not be permitted at the project site and debris
or waste shall not be left on the site. Disposal of clearing and grubbing
debris shall be by the foll ow ng nethod:

2.1 Di sposal O fsite for Useful Purposes

In the interest of conservation, it is required that the Contractor nake a
reasonabl e effort to dispose of the material offsite for some useful
purpose. Tinber may be cut into convenient lengths and utilized for naking
saw | ogs, posts, cordwood, wood chi ps for paper naking or other uses, or
other simlar use.

. 2.2 Di sposal in a Locally-Qperated Sanitary Landfill

Contractor shall select the disposal site with the approval of the
Contracting O ficer. The Contractor shall secure the required permts for
di sposal and provide copies of the pernit to the Contracting O ficer.

2.3 Di sposal of Solid Construction Debris and Waste
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Di sposal of solid construction debris and waste shall consist of renoval
from Governnent property and disposal in conpliance with federal, state and
| ocal requirenents for solid waste disposal. Contractor shall select the

di sposal site with the approval of the Contracting Oficer

3.3 EXI STI NG UTI LI TI ES
3.3.1 Cener a

The Contractor shall coordinate all utility relocation requirenents. The
Contractor shall nake paynent to the utility conpanies for all services,
fees, and permts required to relocate and reestablish service for
utilities relocated for the convenience of the Contractor's operations. The
Contractor shall be responsible for all costs related to protecting
existing utilities.

3.3.1.1 Uility Relocations

The existing utilities to be renoved or relocated by the Contractor are
shown on the drawings. The City of East Grand Forks and private utility
conpani es are responsi ble for renmoving and rel ocating other existing
utilities that penetrate through or under the new | evees and exi sting
utilities that conflict with new facilities constructed under this
contract. The Contractor shall coordinate with the Gty of East G and Forks
and the utility conpanies to ensure that relocation of the utilities is
perfornmed wi thout causing delay to the project.

3.3.1.2 Uility Coordination Meetings

The City of East Grand Forks conducts weekly coordinati on neetings with
utility conpanies that service the City. The Contractor shall participate
in the weekly coordi nation neetings. The neetings are currently held each
Tuesday morning at the Cty Hall in East Grand Forks, M nnesota. |f
necessary, the neeting date, tine, and | ocation nmay occasionally be changed
due to conflicts, to other dates, tinmes, and locations within the Gty of
East Grand Forks.

3.3.2 Buried Utilities

The approxi mate | ocations of known existing buried utilities are shown on
the drawings to the extent of available information at the tine the

drawi ngs were prepared. In general, no service connections are shown.
Prior to commenci ng excavation, the Contractor shall accurately |ocate al
such installations. In the event the Contractor damages any existing
utility lines, report thereof shall be nade i mmediately to the Contracting
Oficer. |If the Contracting Oficer determnes that repairs shall be nmde
by the Contractor, such repairs shall be perforned inmediately. The costs
associated with repairs shall be borne by the Contractor

3.3.3 Interruption of Services
Uility services shall not be interrupted except for brief periods to

facilitate cut-ins. The Contractor shall provide tenporary service and
shall relocate existing utilities as required to construct the work shown
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and insure uninterrupted service. If interruption of services is

unavoi dabl e, the Contractor shall request approval in witing at |east
30-cal endar days prior to the proposed interruption. This submttal shal
fully describe all details of proposed interruption and the reasons why
alternatives are not feasible. The Contractor shall further coordinate with
the owner of the utility and notify affected consuners at |east 10-cal endar
days in advance of interruption of services. The Contracting Oficer wll
not in general approve proposals which require interruption of services for
nore than 4 continuous hours.

3.3.3.1 Sanitary Sewer Forcenains

Interruption of service of sanitary sewer forecemains will not be all owed.
Rel ocation of sanitary sewer forcemains shall be performed without
interruption of service as described in SECTI ON 02532: FORCEMAI NS

3.3.4 M nnesota One Call Excavation Notice System

3.4 SCHEDULI NG
3.4.1 Cener a

It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to schedul e and execute
the work, incorporating the necessary requirenents set forth in these
specifications. The Contractor shall devel op and subnit a schedule in
accordance with SECTI ON 00800: SPECI AL CONTRACT REQUI REMENTS: SCHEDULES FOR
CONSTRUCTI ON CONTRACTS

3.4.1.1 I nterim Conpl etion Dates

Interimconpletion dates are not subject to adjustnent. Mbdifications that
affect the overall project conpletion date will not automatically change
the interimconpletion dates accordingly. 1In the event that interim

conpl etion dates are not net, the Contractor shall be responsible for
subsequent additional costs to this contract and for additional cost to

rel ated contracts by others.

3.4.2 Subst antial Conpl etion
The project shall be substantially conplete on or before Decenber 20, 2002.
Substantial conpletion shall include conpletion of all work except work
associated with planting of trees and shrubs and restoration of staging

ar eas.

3.4.3 Levee Construction
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Construction of |evees shall be conpleted and ready for acceptance by
Novenber 1, 2002.

3.4.4 Pump Stations

Punp stations in Reach 1 and Reach 3 shall be conpleted and be fully
operational by March 1, 2003.

3.4.5 Reach 2

The work associated with Reach 2, including but not limted to,
construction of the K-12 Punp Station and Gatewel |, junction manhol e, and
interior drainage shall be conpleted by March 1, 2002. Turf establishnent
and installation of trees and shrubs in Reach 2 shall be conpleted by July
20, 2002

3.4.6 Reach 3 - Bygl and Road Real i gnnment

A project to realign Bygland Road and 3rd Avenue SE in Reach 3 will be
perfornmed by others in 2001. Anticipated start and conpletion dates are
June 1, 2001 and Novemrber 30, 2001 respectively. Construction of the Phase
1 Levees project in the vicinity of the Bygland Road realignment shall be
perfornmed concurrent with the realignment project.

1) City of East Grand Forks Water and Light Departrment will be
relocating electric power lines in alley behind 3rd Avenue.
Anticipated conpletion is July 2001

2) Stormsewer facilities and road surface restoration from nmanhol e 3P
to 3K shall be conpleted by August 31, 2001. Construction of storm
sewer facilities and road surface restoration frommnhole 3P to 3L
shal | be conpleted prior to performng work associated with storm sewer
bet ween nmanhol es 3L to 3K

3) Bygland Road stoplog closure shall be conpleted up to sil

el evation by Septenber 28, 2001. The Phase 1 Levee Contractor shal
construct the stoplog closure and the road work within 20 feet on each
side of the stoplog closure as shown. The Contractor for the Bygl and
Road realignnment Contractor will performroad work on each side of the
stoplog closure up to 20 feet fromthe closure.

4) Construction of the | evee enbanknent between stations F55+00 thru
F61+00 shall not conmence until the new Bygl and Road alignnent is open
to public traffic and 5th Avenue and 3rd Avenue are renpved from public
traffic use which is estimated to occur Novenber 30, 2001

5) Construction of punp station L-1 shall not commence until 5th
Avenue and 3rd Avenue are renoved frompublic traffic use which is
estimated to occur Novenmber 30, 2001
3.4.7 Reach 3 - Tinberline Court
Construction operations on the | evee, bitumnous trail, and associ ated work

bet ween Stations F40+00 and F45+00 shall not comence until cultural and
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archeol ogi cal resources clearance is provided by the State Historic
Preservation O fice. An application for clearance of this area has been
made. C earance is anticipated to be given in Sumer 2001

3.4.8 Reach 1 - Hi ghway 2 | nterchange

A project to construct a new hi ghway interchange at H ghway 2 and R ver
Road in Reach 1 will be constructed in 2002. It is anticipated that
construction will begin May 1, 2002 and be conpl eted by Novenber 30, 2002.
Levee enbankment and drai nage facility construction, except for planting of
trees and shrubs, within the highway right-of-way shall conpleted prior to
May 1, 2002 or coordinated with the hi ghway Contractor such that it does
not inpact their work effort.

3.4.9 Arena Trail head El ectric Lines

Underground el ectric Iines have been installed by the Cty of East G and
Forks in the Arena trailhead as indicated. The line at station F 75+05 was
direct buried and is currently in service. The line at station F 74+40 was
installed in conduit and is currently not in service. The line at station F
75+05 will be taken out of service in Spring, 2002. The line at station F
74+40 will be placed in service at the tine that the line at station F
75+05 is taken out of service. Wrk shall be schedul ed to ensure adequate
clearance is maintained fromthe electric utilities. The electric lines
will not be allowed to be taken out of service for construction operations.

3.4.10 Notification

The Contractor shall informthe Government in witing within 5 days after
recei pt of notice to proceed and before work begins as to which hours of
the day and days of the week work under this contract will be perforned.

The Contractor shall notify the Government at | east 24 hours before work is
to be conducted on overtime, in nultiple shifts, on weekends, or on Federa
Gover nnment hol i days.

3.4.11 Work Hours
The City of East Grand Forks has a noi se ordi nance. |In accordance with the
noi se ordi nance, work at the project site shall not be perforned earlier
than 7:00 a.m and not later than 10: 00 p. m

3.5  CONSTRUCTI ON RESTRI CTI ONS

3.5.1 Bl asti ng
Blasting will not be permtted.

3.5.2 Protection of Trees
Trees to be protected shall be determ ned and staked by the Contracting
Oficer. The follow ng neasures shall be inplenmented for tree protection

and shall be addressed in the Environnental Protection Plan required under
SECTI ON 01410:
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a. The trees shall be protected fromwounds to the bark and foliage.

b. The critical root zone shall be protected from conpacti on and
gr adi ng.

c. Changes in tenporary site drainage and ponding shall be mninized
to the extent possible that it effects the protected trees.

The critical root zone of trees designated to be protected shall be
surrounded by a high visibility fence 4 feet in height, supplied and
erected by the Contractor. The critical root zone shall be defined by an
area extending 1.5 feet radius fromeach tree for each inch of Dianeter at
Breast Height (DBH). The fence shall be securely erected and installed
prior to any novenent through the project site by construction vehicles or
equi pnment, and remain in place until construction and cl ean-up are
conpleted. The critical root zone shall remain free of all construction
activities including trenching, staging, stockpiling and storage of
materials. Vehicles and equi pment shall not drive or park within the
critical root zone. Variation to the critical root zone size or
configuration will only be permtted where it is absolutely necessary for
construction of the project, and requires approval of the Contracting
Oficer. Short duration alterations of the critical root zone invol ving
wood chips and linmted equi pment travel shall be submitted in witing for
approval .

The Contractor shall not operate equi pnent in vegetated areas outside the
work limts.

3.5.2.1 Restoration of Danmmged Trees

Any existing tree designated to be protected that is danaged by the
Contractor's operations shall be replaced. Trees will be considered
damaged if the critical root zone in cohesive soils is conpacted, if there
are significant wounds that could contribute to rot, or if distress
(evident by reduced growth or other observations of distress docunented by
a forester) is observed prior to closing the contract. Trees shall be
replaced in kind on a caliper inch per caliper inch basis (DBH) (i.e. one
6-inch red oak shall be replaced with two 3-inch red oaks, three 2-inch red
oaks, or six 1-inch red oaks). Replacenent trees shall be planted in
accordance with SECTI ON 02930: EXTERI OR PLANTI NG and guaranteed with the
Contractor's standard warranty. Replacenent tree size and location will be
determ ned and staked by the Contracting Oficer. Repair by pruning,
aeration, soil conditioning, or other recommendation froma qualified
forester will be considered as substitution for replacenment by the
Contracting O ficer.

3.5.3 Pavenent Renoval and Repl acenent.

Where roads are cut, renoved, or otherw se danmaged in the prosecution of
the work the Contractor shall replace all pavenents or other surfacings so
renoved or danaged to their preconstruction condition, unless otherw se
specified or indicated. After backfill is conpleted on paved streets, a
tenporary surface shall be laid down and the street opened to the traffic
in order to provide access to abutting property. Restoration of the
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3.

original street surface construction shall be conpleted no | ater than
60- cal endar days after starting excavation. Should weat her conditions
preclude the restoration of the original surface material, tenporary
resurfacing utilitizing a bitum nous m xture shall be installed with the
final surface constructed no later than June 1 of the follow ng
construction season.

.5.4 Borrow and Di sposal Areas

Each borrow area and di sposal area is subject to the approval of the
Contracting O ficer. Proposed borrow areas which involve the excavation of

wet | ands or wooded areas will not be approved by the Contracting Oficer
Di sposal areas which involve the placenment of materials in wetlands or
floodplains areas will require a m ni mum of 30-cal endar days for review for

approval and di sapproval .

.5.5 Cont ami nated Material s

The Contractor shall conply with all applicable federal, state, and |oca
requirenents if contanm nated soils, materials, and/or groundwater is/are
encountered during construction activities within the contract project work
limts. If contami nated naterial s/areas are encountered, the Contractor
shal |l inmmediately notify in witing the foll owi ng regarding such: the
Contracting Oficer, and each appropriate federal, state, and | ocal agency.
Al work associated with inplenentation of a contingency plan and handl i ng
and/ or di sposal of contaminated soils, nmaterials, and or groundwater shal
be performed in accordance with CONTRACT CLAUSE: CHANGES

.5.6 Acci dent Prevention Pl an

The contractor's accident prevention plan, as required i n CONTRACT CLAUSES:
ACCI DENT PREVENTI ON, shall specifically address site safety and nonitoring
with regards to possible encounters with contam nated soils, materials,
and/ or groundwater.

i nclude a contingency plan to be inplenmented i medi ately upon encountering
contam nated soils, materials, and/or groundwater

.5.7 Wrk In Vicinity of River Banks

To the greatest extent possible, Contractor shall not stockpile naterial or
use heavy equi pnent within 100 feet of the existing river banks.

.5.8 Envi ronnment al Assessnent of Contractor Deviations

Any devi ations, requested by the Contractor, fromthe draw ngs and

speci fications, which nay have an environnmental inpact will be subject to
approval by the Contracting Oficer and may require an extended review,
processi ng, and approval tinme. The Contracting O ficer reserves the right
to di sapprove alternate nethods, even if they are nore cost effective, if
the Contracting Oficer determ nes that the proposed alternate nethod will
have an adverse environnental inpact.

The Contractor shall submt a
list of those individuals and conpani es contacted prior to

3.11. 2 Preconstruction Structure Surveys
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Preconstructi on surveys shall be perforned by qualified specialists, as
approved, and retained by the Contractor for observing the condition of
existing structures in the vicinity of the work at required intervals.

The preconstruction survey shall produce a
report including diagrans as necessary of accessing all existing
foundations, floors, walls, partitions, and roofs as determ ned by the
Contracting O ficer. The report shall show and describe existing interior
and exterior cracks, including elevations and phot ographs and vi deo tapes
of cracks/danage, and such other data as applicable to | ocate and define

t he amount and extent of existing damage. All existing structure
deficiencies, major or mnor, shall be identified and recorded. Crack

di spl acenent nonitoring gages shall be installed as appropriate in
structures within a radius of 100 feet of the contract work in order to
hel p verify distress if any should develop. Crack displacenment nmonitoring
gages shall be read by the Contractor on a weekly basis.

At a minimumthe follow ng structures shall be surveyed:

1) VFW Veterans Menorial Arena, Reach 3, near Bygland Road and 4th
Street SE.

2) The Eagles Cub, Reach 3 at 3rd Avenue and 1st Street SE

3) Fire Station, Reach 3, near Bygland Road and 5th Avenue SE

3.11.3 Preconstruction Condition Surveys

The Contractor shall photograph and video tape facilities within the work
limts, including, but not limted to, roads, borrow areas, side wal ks,
trees, shrubs, and |awns prior to working in an area in order to docunent
the preconstruction conditions. The Contractor shall also take photographs
and video tape the conditions in the same areas upon conpletion of the
proj ect.

3.11. 4 Preconstruction Survey Reports

The Contractor shall prepare and subnmit to the Contracting Oficer, prior
to the start of contract construction work/activities at each work site,
two bound copies of each preconstructi on danage report containi ng surveys,
phot ographs, and video tapes, sketches and diagrans, field notes taken
descriptions and reports, all signed and w tnessed by the persons invol ved
in the survey. Thereafter, as contract work progresses, the Contractor
shal | resurvey as often as necessary, as required by the Contracting
Oficer, in order to verify the adequacy of the Contractor's construction
nmet hods for prevention of danage and to obtain sufficient evidence for use
i n defense agai nst possible clains for danmage fromthird parties. Data
obt ai ned by the Contractor fromeach resurvey shall be submitted to the
Contracting Oficer within 5 cal endar days after the Contractor has
obtained it.

3.11.5 Contractor Responsibility
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Not hi ng contai ned herein shall relieve the Contractor of responsibility for
clains arising fromits construction operations. Failure to inspect any

structure, whether or not required by the contract docunents, or inadequacy
of the inspections shall not relieve the Contractor of its responsibilities.

The network diagram shall depict and
di splay the order and interdependence of activities and the sequence in
which the work is to be acconplished. The network di agram shall be
constructed to neet the follow ng conditions:

Progress neetings to discuss paynent shall include a nonthly onsite neeting
or other regular intervals nutually agreed to at the preconstruction
conference. During this neeting the Contractor shall describe, on an
activity by activity basis, all proposed revisions and adjustnments to the
proj ect schedule required to reflect the current status of the project.

6.1 Meeti ng Attendance
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The Contractor's project nmanager and the Contractor's authorized
representative responsi ble for preparation of the project schedul e shal
attend the regul ar progress neeting.

3.6.2 Updat e Submi ssion Fol |l owi ng Progress Meeting

A conpl ete update of the project schedul e containing all approved progress,
revi sions, and adjustnents, based on the regul ar progress neeting, shall be
submitted not later than 4 working days after every third nonthly progress

neeti ng.

3.6.3 Progress Meeting Contents

Update information, including actual start dates, actual finish dates,
remai ni ng durations, and cost-to-date shall be subject to the approval of
the Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall address the follow ng

m ni mum set of itens, on an activity by activity basis, during each
progress neeting.

a. Start and Finish Dates. The actual start and actual finish dates
for each conpleted activity.

provi sions shall be specifically identified and di scussed.

d. O her Changes. Oher changes required due to delays in conpletion

3.7 REQUESTS FOR Tl ME EXTENSI ONS

Isolated areas within the genera
work area which are to be saved and protected shall also be marked or
fenced. Mnunments and nmarkers shall be protected before construction
operations conmence. \Were construction operations are to be conducted
during darkness, the nmarkers shall be visible.
